Homework (20%)�� , two mid-term exams (20%+20%), and an in-class �nal exam (40%). The homework
assignment with the lowest score will be dropped. If the score of any of the two midterm exams is lower than
the score of the �nal exam, the midterm will be dropped, and the weighting of the �nal will be increased
from 40% to 60% (or 80% if both midterms score lower than the �nal).
